
Dear Friends: 
 
I am pleased to bring you great news!  The California                 

Transportation Commission voted in late October  to allocate 

$336.6 million in state transportation bond funds to the Alameda 

Corridor-East Construction Authority grade separation program.  

The allocation allows ACE to award a construction contract for 

the San Gabriel Trench grade separation project in Spring 2012. 

 

As we struggle to emerge from a deep and protracted recession, 

this significant public investment in infrastructure will generate 

much-needed construction jobs for our area, where the average unemployment rate has 

remained above 12% for two yearsðabout 4% higher than the national average.  The 

1.4-mile San Gabriel railroad trench project will create almost 9,000 jobs over four years 

of construction.  The project will reduce emissions, including greenhouse gases, by 

eliminating vehicle idling when train gates are down, improve reliability and capacity of 

the railway-roadway network, improve safety, and reduce noise from train operations.  

The allocation for the Trench was the single largest amount for a goods movement   

project from the Prop 1B transportation bond approved by voters in November 2006.  

We appreciate the California Transportation Commissionôs vote of confidence, and   

particularly the support of the three Los Angeles County members, Chairman Dario 

Frommer and Commissioners Fran Inman and Yvonne Burke. 

 

Work is scheduled to commence in Spring 2012 for two other ACE grade separation 

projects: the Nogales Street grade separation in the City of Industry near Rowland 

Heights and the Baldwin Avenue grade separation project in the City of El Monte.  We 

know our region desperately needs construction jobs, and we are working hard to move 

the ACE projects to construction.
